POLICY ON ADMISSIONS

THE PURPOSE OF THIS DOCUMENT
The purpose of this policy document is to promote and to facilitate the admission of learners to our school.
Right of admission is reserved.

FUNDAMENTAL PRINCIPLES
The fundamental principle of admission to basic education to all is guaranteed by the Constitution.

ADMISSION TO THE SCHOOL

3.1 Admission requirements for our school shall not unfairly discriminate on grounds of race, gender, sex, ethnic or social
origin, colour, sexual orientation, age, disability, religion, conscience, belief, culture or language.

3.2 An application for the admission of a learner shall be made to the principal of our school.

3.3 If the principal refuses an application under subsection (3) of the Schools Act, he shall inform the parent of the
learner in writing or verbally of his decision. However it is not compulsory to give a reason.

SCHOOL FEES
School fees are compulsory and the Owner determines the amount of school fees raised for a year. South Coast Academy is an
independent institution (Private) with an annual budget dependent upon school fees for operating expenses.

Attendance at a private school is a privilege and a commitment that involves expense.

Parents who thus enrol their children in our school are liable for the payment of the school fees. Information can be
withheld if school fees are not paid.

School fees are payable in advance before the 15th of each month, 11 instalments.

Each application will be evaluated individually - RIGHT OF ADMISSION RESERVED
All trust fund applications must supply the school with all the contact details of the Trust fund as well as proof that there
is a trust fund available for the student.

Legal basis for this document

The appropriate section 21 School of theSouth African SchoolsAct No 840f 1996 :

All relevant regulations and circulars issued by the KZN Department of Education up to and
including KZN Circular no. 38/2016 have been taken into account.

Capacity

The capacity per grade has been determined by the Directors of the school.

Admission criteria and allocation of places

Those who reside with their parents or legal guardian and learners who already have older brothers at
the School, will be considered.

Thereafter the limited number of remaining places will be given to learners who show the highest
academic potential. A limited number of places will be reserved for achievers, according to the
stipulated criteria, in academics.

Dates of application

Applications for the new year open the 1st day of Term 3. There is no closing date, however learners
who are already enrolled at South Coast Academy in the present year have to re-register for the
following year by the beginning of Term 3.

Handing in of application

Applications are accepted only when they are completed in full, are sighed and are handed in by a
parent/guardian during office hours at the admissions office. Emails are acceptable.

Incomplete applications will not be considered and will be returned to the applicant. In such cases
the date of submission of the completed application will be the effective date of the application.
Fraudulent applications will hot be considered. The School reserves the right to revoke the admission
of a pupil who has gained admission in a fraudulent manner and to institute criminal proceedings.
Language Policy

The medium of instruction is English. English is offered as the first Home language. Afrikaans or
isiZulu is offered as a First additional language.

Age Requirements
In terms oflegislation, pupils are entitled to leave school at the end of the year in which they turn 15
or after achieving a pass at the end of Grade 9 whichever is the sooner.

The following ages are used as guidelines in ensuring appropriate placement at this School:

Grade 8: Admission in'the calendar year in which the pupil turns 14 years of age Grade 9: Admission.in
the calendar year in which the pupil turns 15 years of age Grade 10: Admission in the calendar year in
which the pupil turns 16 years of age Grade 11: Admission in the calendar year in which the pupil turns

17 years of age.

Admission into Grade 12 is not permitted

Boarding

The boardinhg is situated on the same premises as the school and is managed by a Hostel Master
and Matron who lives on the property, which gives the boarding 24 hour supervision by
professional boarding parents.

Our boarding can accommodate more that 120 children from Grade 4 — 12.There are supervised
study times allocated and are adapted during examination and test times. Children are supplied
with 3 nutritional meals per day which is served in a dining hall. The school is close to a shopping
mall where bus tickets and flights can be booked from. We are also within walking distance of
public transport facilities.

There is a Netcare Private Hospital +/- 1 km from the school, where children with Medical aid can
be attended to. There are also various doctors and dentists in the nearby area.

Boarding rooms can accommodate up to 6 learners per room and learners are allocated according
to age, gender and grade groups.
